The people involved in the Trail of Tears were Indigenous People of the Southeastern U.S., U.S. President Andrew Jackson, and Federal troops who forced their removal.





The Trail of Tears is about how Indigenous People of the U.S. were  forced to leave their native homelands and were moved onto Indian Territory, allowing the  U.S. government to take over their native lands. 





The Trail of Tears took place in the 1830s.





The Trail of Tears was the movement of the Indigenous people from the Southeastern part of the U.S. to an area west of the Mississippi River. 





The Trail of Tears occurred because gold was discovered on native lands and the U.S. government and white Americans wanted to take over their lands and they held no respect for native indigenous peoples, their culture, nor their right to their own lands. 





The Trail of Tears involved the government passing treaties to take over the Indigenous native lands and then Federal Troops forcing thousands of Indigenous people in these areas to move west via railroads, boats, wagons and also by marching under severe conditions for hundreds of miles which lead to many of them dying during the journey.

People who are living today on land that in the past belonged to Indigenous People, and the specific Indigenous People groups that owned this land in the past before it was taken from them.  Also, the audiences to which the land acknowledgement is being presented to.





Land Acknowledgement is about acknowledging to the public that this land belongs to a specific Indigenous group who lived here before it was taken over by non-Indigenous people, and about showing honor and respect for the original owners of this land. 





Land Acknowledgements can be given whenever groups of people gather together in a place that once belonged to Indigenous Peoples. 





Land Acknowledgements take place anywhere that Native Indigenous People once lived and owned the land where other, - non-Indigenous People, now live. 





Land Acknowledgement is done to inform people about how this land actually belongs to the  Indigenous People who lived here in the past before it was taken from them, and to show our respect and honor for the true Indigenous owners of this land.





A land Acknowledgement is done by writing out a statement about how this land we are now on belongs to a specific Indigenous group who are still around today, and stating that we acknowledge their true ownership of this land.  The acknowledgement is then shared out publicly so that others can know about it and also show their honor and respect for the true owners of this land.
